The course is structured to include lectures, demonstrations, individual application of concepts and techniques, group discus-
sion and critiques, field trips to locations around the city to work/gather information, accompanied by out-of-class drawing
assignments aimed at increasing skills. Art courses require active participation and effort on behalf of the students. A Visiting
Artist Workshop will be scheduled during the second half of the semester. We will visit local museums Other visits or field
trips to draw/gather information will be announced during the course of the semester.

Field Component(s): CAPA provides the unique opportunity to learn about the city through direct, guided experience. Partici-
pation in the field activity(s) for this course is required. You will actively explore the Global City you are currently living in.
